Open Cluster NGC 869 & 884 Per OC 3.8 1A Double Cluster C15

     The large cluster easily seen through binoculars, A telescope reveals about 5000 stars.

     No Bright Globular Clusters North of -35 Declination in these RA

Galaxy IC 1613 Cet GAL 9.21 4C C 51

     Large Irregular Galaxy in our local group, requires dark site or EAA 

Planetary Nebula NGC 650/651 Per PLN 10.1 2B Little Dumbbell, M76

     Resembles M 27, Only Bright Planetary Nebula North of -35 Declination in these RA

Emission Nebula NCG 896 Cas C/N 10 4c Heart, Fish Head

     Faint nebula near Double Cluster, dark site required, OIII filter will help.
